e The use of shapes 2 movement

e The use of colour - feelings sensations
emotions

3. INTERPRETATION After that, you should connect the description to the
themes conveyed by the artist.

4. VIEWER’S RESPONSE Finally, analyse what mood and emotions the painting
arouses.

Soliloquy and monologue are special dramatic techniques.

In the soliloquy the character is alone on the stage and he is speaking
to himself. In the monologue there are other characters on the stage
with him but he ignores them.

Caravaggio introduced soliloquy into painting and Shakespeare
perfected it in drama.
