ENGLISH FOOTBALL

Football has an important role in English life and culture. The rules of the modern game were first established in 1863 in London. English football has a league system with many clubs. The oldest and most important league in the world is the Premier League, with twenty teams. Manchester United Arsenal and Chelsea are the clubs that usually win the title. Wembley Stadium is the national and largest stadium in England with a capacity of 90,000 (ninety thousand).

CHELSEA FOOTBALL CLUB is a London club. They are also called The Blues. The club’s traditional colours are royal blue shirts and shorts with white socks.

MANCHESTER UNITED FOOTBALL CLUB is the most popular football club in the world. It is based in Manchester. In 1968 it was the first English club to win the European Cup. The players wear red shirts and white shorts. They are called the Red Devils. Their home is Old Trafford Stadium, the second largest after Wembley Stadium in London.

ARSENAL FOOTBALL CLUB is another London club. Their stadium is the Emirates Stadium. Their colours are white and red. Their nickname is the Gunners.
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
